The recent parliamentary session proved to be 
an extremely busy one for the House and 
Committees. The Standing Committee on 
Justice and Human Rights (where I serve as 
Vice-Chair) completed the study of 12 Bills and 
four reports. All committee members are 
satisfied with the volume of work accomplished 
and I commend colleagues of all parties for 
their cooperation and dedication. The public 
carping of the Prime Minister about the Justice 
Committee “blocking” legislation looks a little 
disingenuous and a lot political from my own 
perspective. I look forward to getting back to 
this important work when Parliament 
reconvenes in the autumn. 
 
In this Parliamentary Report you will find an 
update on our NATO mission in Afghanistan,  
a national financial update and an article 
reflecting on the 25th anniversary of the 
Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms. As 
always, I encourage you to contact me with 
your thoughts on any current federal issues. 
 
Coming up this fall in the House are a likely 
Speech from the Throne (to start a new 2nd 
session), a debate and vote on our NATO 
commitment in Afghanistan, and new legislation 
to improve our security legislation and 
oversight procedures.

PERMANENT RESIDENT CARD 
 

 
If you are a permanent resident and thinking of traveling outside Canada, you 

need a valid permanent resident card to return to Canada. 
 

 
 
 
 

 
Every Canadian permanent resident needs a valid Permanent Resident card (PR card) to 
return to Canada by commercial carrier – plane, bus, train or boat. The PR card provides 

proof of your immigration status. Without it, you won’t be allowed to board the carrier 
back to Canada. Canadian Citizens don’t need a PR card. 

 
The PR card is valid for five years. 

 
CHECK THE EXPIRY DATE ON YOUR CARD AND APPLY FOR A NEW ONE 

AT LEAST TWO MONTHS BEFORE YOU TRAVEL.
